Within this framework we actively encourage sportsmanship, friendship and endeavour to make football a positive and enjoyable experience for ALL involved. 

As such, players should: 

· Seek improvement in their own sporting abilities, skill, technique, tactics and stamina

· Give maximum effort and strive for the best possible performance for the good of the team

· Set a positive example by avoiding gamesmanship and time wasting and by playing fairly within the laws of the game and in the best interests of the game

· Not use inappropriate language

· Accept losing without undue disappointment and not gloat over victory

· At all times, respect players, team officials and supporters, both your own and the oppositions regardless of race or creed, ability or disability

· At all times, respect match officials, accept their decisions without protest and avoid actions or words which may mislead them

As such, parents/supporters should remember that:

· Young people are involved for their enjoyment - not yours or playing to satisfy your ambitions

· With positive encouragement, it will contribute to your child’s sense of personal achievement, self-esteem, and development

· You should avoid the temptation to coach your child or others
